 Short driving assessment for the trainer to observe 

 driving style, capabilities and risk/reward behavior. 

¶ 11.25—12.25: Driver 1 Training  

 To reduce road risk and improve efficiency. 

¶ 12.25—12.55:  Driver 1 Final Assessment  

¶ 12.55—13.15: Driver 1 Debrief  

¶ 14.00—14.40:  Driver 2 Initial Assessment  

¶ 14.40—15.40: 

 Driver 2 Training  

¶ 15.40—16.10:

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Single driver assessment and training session:  

¶ 30 minute assessment drive:  

This will be undertaken on roads which the driver is ex-

pected to deal with on a daily basis. 

¶ 10 minute debrief and discussion  

¶ 1 hour training session:  

This short session only covers the main risks. Low risk 

drivers may achieve the required standard. Higher risk 

drivers may need further training which will be outlined in 

the reports and recommendations. 

¶ 30 minute final assessment  

¶ 20 minute conclusion and debrief

High -Performance courses are often recommended to 

drivers of powerful cars. The focus is on bringing the 

driverôs car control skills up to a standard to deal with the 

capabilities of many of todayôs sports cars.

Training Costs:  

As a rough guide, our training is provided at a cost of: 

£350/Trainer/Day.  

For simple risk assessment and training sessions as   

outlined on the schedule page, one trainer can train 2 

drivers on a 1:1 basis each day. 

For more specialist courses the training costs remain 

around the same, though for the more in-depth training 

we spend longer with candidates. For example we may 

need more than 1 session to adequately resolve issues 

surrounding speeding or to overcome problems as a re-

sult of an driving incident or collision. 

All costs are discussed with 

fleet managers to help ensure 

that training gives the best  

return for your investment.
